Ashley was a toddler when seized from her mother and stepfather during a police raid,entering the
system in the state of Florida along with her infant half-brother. What followed was a decade long
odessey that would see her passed around from place to place,from foster homes to relatives in her
native South Carolina, ignored,neglected,and beaten. In her own words, "There are two days that
compete for the worst of my life. The first is the day | was taken away from my mother and the
second was when | arrived at the Moss home years later." At the Moss’ home she was deprived of
food,forced to run laps in the burning Florida sun if she misbehaved in the slightest, made to drink
hot sauce, treated like a lackey in general ,and spanked with a cooking spoon. No one believed her
when she tried to tell and eventually she and her brother would be deemed as the problem, and
removed from the home to be dumped in an orphanage. Yet it was at the orphanage, Children’s
Home of Tampa,that Ashley found the care and stability, which would ultimately be her

redemption,leading directly to her adoption by devoted and warm parents on the cusp of



adolescence. | was hooked from page one and found myself alternatively in disbelief and cheering
Ashley on as she maintained her bubbly positive spirit in the wake of circumstances that would have
utterly defeated most others. Highly recommend this book for anyone who wants a firsthand look at

our broken American Foster Care System.
