You won't find the usual characters in this book, and none of it

happens in the village of St. Mary Meade--but the characters presented are well drawn. Miss Marple

is reinvigorated when compared to The Mirror Crack'd--but her lethargy in that book could be more

attributed to a temporary depression rather than any real change in her vitality.Although I wouldn't

consider it the best of the Miss Marple series, it's a definite must read for all Miss Marple fans.
